- Communication
system — all texts and
most e-mails will be sent
out to you using
ParentPay and you will
be asked to
communicate with us via
ParentPay too.




PAYMENT SYSTEM

* Very similar to on-line shopping. ltems to
be paid for are displayed as a ‘Payment
Item’. Just select the item you want to pay
for, provide any information that is
requested, add the item to your basket and
then make your payment.

* Each payment item will be accompanied by
a short description so that it is clear what
you are paying for.

* All texts and most e-mails will be
sent out to you via ParentPay (e.g.

* A username and password generated by ParentPay will be
sent home with your child during the first week they are at
Moorlands.

* You should change the username to your e-mail address an
add a mobile phone number.

* ParentPay will use these for our e-mail and text
communications with you, so please keep this information
up-to-date both on ParentPay and with the School Office.

* We recommend that you activate your ParentPay account a
soon as you receive your login details. Our first event whic
will require a response from you will be held on September
28, this will be a ‘how we learn in reception’ evening.

* If you have any queries or problems, please contact the
School Office— we are always happy to help at any time.
