This includes
things like Universal Credit, Income Support, income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance, or Child Tax Credit (as
long as you're not also getting Working Tax Credit).

Even if your child doesn’t want the free meals, applying can still help the school provide more support for
your child and gives you more opportunities.

Dear Parents,
